I had planned to make the hike | postponed
from flying with Errol last weekend, when |
got a call from him.

We cruise to Rigby at
500 feet, and meet up with Larry on fre-
quency at 0625. We pull into formation on
this clear, calm day and head north. Larry
asks if Errol's second officer is on board. |
take this as an insult since | am the first
officer, but it appears that | was demoted
for wandering around on the last flight.
