Where We Meet:
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Air Traffic Control:

Friend or Foe?
By Jim Wolper

| was chatting with a chapter
member about a recent trip.
He told me that the hardest
part of the trip had been flying through the
airspace around Salt Lake City International
Airport. He swore that he would never ask
for flight following again: "They kept sending
me to all kinds of places where | didn't

want to go."

Air Traffic Control (ATC) provides flight
following; (technically, radar traffic adviso-
ries) at the cost of some convenience; in the
end, do they help or hinder the VFR pilot?
He says they hinder; | say they help. Let's
see why | think the way | do.

First, why does ATC reroute us? The answer
is pretty simple: they are shooting big fast
airplanes into the sky, and they don't want
to hit us. Salt Lake International averages
almost 1200 flights a day, and at the busy
times they have more than one IFR airplane
taking off every minute.They also have F
16s and other military airplanes headed in
and out of Hill Air Force Base.This is a flak
barrage for any airplane passing through the
area. So, the controllers ask VFR airplanes
to move for their own good.

You can legally go through the area at

10,500 MSL without talking to ATC (as long
as you have a working Mode C transponder),
but you might as well wander through a mine
field. Airplanes arriving at SLC are at
11,000; airplanes leaving SLC are at

10,000; at 10,500, you are squeezed in be-
tween them like a Taylorcraft sandwich.

So, your reward for getting flight following
and squawking the code and holding altitude
and holding heading and accepting a minor
reroute is that ATC won't shoot any 106.00

- calibre bullets at you (that's the fuselage
diameter of a SkyWest RJ). When the
controllers point out the heavy jet indicating
300 knots that will pass 500 feet above you,
orthe trio of F - 16s that will pass 500 feet
below, you get a free air show instead of a
scare.

Another reason to accept the reroute is

that it is not that bad. A perpendicular di-
version of 37 miles only adds one mile to a
700 mile trip! So you might as well enjoy

the sightseeing and the free air show. You
can reduce this even more if you know where
ATC likes to send VFR airplanes (for exam-
ple, Mountain Road east of Salt Lake City),
and aim for that from the beginning.

Sometimes ATC provides shortcuts. Las Ve-
gas has complicated airspace, and several
times | have had controllers suggest a
shortcut that | did not think would be avail-
able. | came out ahead with flight follow-

ing.

Flight following is the biggest help when you
need it the most, that is, when you have a
problem. ATC can help you find the nearest
airport, and coordinate rescue efforts. You
will also hear about weather problems, tem-
porary flight restrictions, of other factors
affecting your flight right away.

Some pilots don't like talking on the radio.
The advantages of flight following may make
it worth the effort to improve. The Aero-
nautical Information Manual (AIM) has all of
the rules, but the first rule is to listen be-
fore you talk, so you have a sense of what
is going on. Your first call should say who
you are calling, who you are, where you are,
and what you want: "Salt Lake Center,
Archer 8256X, 20 north of Malad, request
flight following." After that, listen to what
the controller asks you to do. This can
range from something simple like "Say alti-
tude" to something more complex like
"Maintain 8 thousand while in Class Bravo
airspace.” Controllers always say things ex-
actly the same way, so once you have gone
through the drill once or twice you will know
what to expect. Talking to someone who has
done it can also make it easier. And, you
can listen to ATC during your local flying
(128.35 is the frequency in our area).

The worst thing that you can do on the ra-
dio is get angry. It is perfectly OK, and
even expected, to question a controller's
request, if you have a good reason. What's
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a good reason? If they steer you toward
the mountains at an uncomfortably low alti-
tude, you should ask about it. Or if they
give you a heading into a cloud (VFR), you
should politely tell them; they will make an-
other plan. Just say, "Approach, 56X, we
won't be able to stay VFR on this heading."
Nothing fancy; just be clear and concise.

And don't think that you are bothering any-
body by asking. Controllers get their satis-
faction from talking with pilots and helping
them on their way. They WANT to talk
with you! So give them a call. ...Jim

On April 30, 23 hardy pilots and spouses
braved a late spring snow storm to learn
about UAVds and flying
Idaho National Laboratory (INL) site in
Eastern Idaho.

tions should include some level of outreach to
the local pilot population. We began the eve-
ning with a discussion of the general hazards
associated with flying near or over the INL
site: most of the facilities are covered by

the blanket nuclear facility Temporary Flight
Restriction (TFR), some of the buildings
house defense - related national security op-
erations (they have a heightened security re-
sponse to over flights), the National Security
Test Range will be conducting tests with large
quantities of explosives (pilots should avoid
flight near this area when the Notice to Air-
men (NOTAM) is published), and finally,
there are accidents at one facility that could
Roge, aQ iPC{e?sgdSriskéotpilotts &AJFR will
be published should this happen). Pilots
should heed any TFR or NOTAM published
for activities at the INL site.

The remainder of the evening was spent dis-
cussing the UAS used by the INL. The cur-
rent primary vehicle is the Arcturus T - 15.
This is powered by either a 50 cc gasoline
engine or an electric motor. Sensor packages
include color and infrared cameras that can
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provide geo - referenced position data for
points of interest on the ground. The UAS
used have been used to provide environ-
mental monitoring and have demonstrated
various security functions.

The INL UAS program started with several
balsa wood - based hobby aircraft that were
used to train UAS pilots and prove that the
INL could provide an inexpensive UAS solu-
tion. Several aircraft systems have been
used over the last few years including a
number of fixed and rotary wing aircraft.
The INL UAS team continues to experiment
with several rotary wing UAS.

| greatly appreciate the assistance of the
INL Public Affairs office, the INL UAS
Laboratory, the Idaho Division of Aeronau-
tics, the Federal Aviation Administration,
and the Eastern Idaho Chapter of the Ex-
perimental Aircraft Association in organizing
and conducting this public outreach. | an-
ticipate further discussions and interaction
between the INL, the Department of En-
ergy, the Idaho Division of Aeronautics, the
Federal Aviation Administration, and inter-
ested local pilots.

ooPsS!!
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HYPOXIA

Such is the insidious nature of oxygen deprivation,
It sneaks up on the unwary and steals the first line
of sensory protection — the sense that something is
wrong — dreadfully wrong.

The higher you go
Bear in mind, the progressive reduction of oxygen
per breath will continue the higher you go. Flying
above a layer of clouds that doesn’t look too high,
or flying in the mountains on a clear day — are
the very environments that have caused many good
“Hat-land” pilots to ger into trouble.

Symptoms
Everyone’s response to hypoxia varies. Unless, as
we've stated, you've had special training to recognize
itssymproms, hypoxiadoesn'tgive you much warning,.
It steals up on you, giving your body subtle clues.
The order of symptoms varies among individuals:
increased breathing rate, headache, lightheadedness,
dizziness, tingling or warm scnsations, sweating,
poor coordination, impaired judgment, tunncl
vision, and cuphoria. Unless detected early and dealt

with, hypoxia can be a real killer.

Caution and safety
So, don't decide you'll try to fly over that range of
mountains, thinking you'll turn back if you start to
feel badly. You may fecl great...until ic's too late! Use
supplemental oxygen.

Smoking and altitude

A Western state pilot lived to tell about this one.
Cruising at 13,500 feet MSL over mountainous
terrain in his light single, he took a deep drag on his
cigarette and next remembered being in a screaming
dive with just enough altitude left in which to pull
out! Thar deep drag replaced precious oxygen in his
brain with carbon monoxide...and he passed out.
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
