PROPSTRIKE

This summer, my soaring club (based
in Logan, Utah) hosted a regional
contest. This meant launching thirty
gliders behind a tow plane every day
for a week. There were three tow
planes.

The launch process was pretty excit-
ingw Each tow plave was hiookedrto a

glider in turn, and flew the prear-
ranged right downwind departure
from runway 28. After the gliders
released at 2000AGL, the tow plane
entered right downwind to land in
the grass along runway 10, the op-
posite direction. Because of the
good planning -- tow planes
launched to the north, and returned
from the south  -- everything ran
smoothly.

As the tow plane rolled out, two
runners with hooks grabbed the rope
and ran to the next glider in line.

A third handler attached the rope
and the whole process started
again. It took barely more than an
hour to launch all 30 gliders. It
was like working on the deck of an
aircraft carrier! Needless to say,
there was a lot of adrenaline flow-
ing. Some of the tow planes were
taxiing kind of fast, too.

| had been running ropes, but took
a break to shoot some video. |
pointed the camera as one of the
tow planes landed and turned off
the grass onto the runway. As the
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plane crossed the lip of the pave-
ment,we heard a loud BANG. "Hmm,"
| thought, "that sounded like a prop
strike." | replayed the video, and |
was right.

The tow pilot didn't feel or hear a
thing, and took off with the next
glider in line. We went over to the
area and could see where the prop
had dug into the (soft) pavement,
leaving some paint. After landing, we
could see that the prop was pretty
torn up, and of course that meant
that the engine was suspect, too.
Ouch!

Now think back to your last Young
Eagles Rally. It's a similar situation.
We are launching a lot of airplanes in
a hurry, and counting on everyone to
fly a more - or- less standard pattern.
That keeps us from hitting each

other, and helps things run smoothly.

But we're usually someplace unfamil-
iar, and that means unfamiliar haz-
ards. Maybe there's a lip on the
taxiway or a soft spot in the grass
that all of the locals know to avoid.

Maybe there's an unusual wind pat-
tern, or runway slope, or nearby
tower. Maybe there's someone in the
area who complains about airplane
noise, and we're sending 20 flights
right over their house.

We might even bend some of the
standard procedures in the interest

of safety, like using Oshkosh - style
callsigns in the pattern (red Chero-
kee, yellow Kitfox, etc) instead of

our N - numbers.

And, there's a lot of adrenaline
flowing.

Accidents happen when we break out
of our usual patterns. | know this

tow pilot well. He has a commercial
ticket and knows a ton about air-
planes and flying. He knows the air-
port well. But that wasn't enough.

He flew (or taxied) an airplane into a
place where his mind had not been.

At times like this | have a little

motto that, so far, has kept me out
of trouble. "Airplane goes fast, pilot
goes slow." Taking a few minutes to

walk through the grass of a strange
parking area might prevent a really
long delay. A few seconds to stop

and think when something doesn't

feel right can prevent that gear - up
landing. Double checking the radio
frequency or GPS identifier can pre-
vent you from getting lost.

A bunch of mechanics worked hard
on the tow plane and with luck and a
ready supply of spares, they got it
flying again fairly quickly. But a

little more "airplane goes fast, pilot
goes slow" might have prevented the
problem. ...Jim Wolper
